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Harvington CC Junior Section Rules

1. Name

The Section shall be called

Harvington Junior Cricket Club and report directly into the general Committee of Harvington Cricket Club (the club)
2. Objects

The objects of the section shall be to arrange competitive junior cricket matches and social activities for its members. The primary aim is to prepare junior members for Senior Cricket in a safe, fun and competitive environment.
3. Status of Rules

These rules (the section Rules) form a binding agreement between each member of the section.

4. Rules and Regulations

(a) No alteration to the Section Rules shall be effective without prior written approval by the Harvington CC General Committee.

(b) The section will also abide by ECB’s Child Protection Policies and Procedures, Codes of Conduct and the Equal Opportunities and Anti-Discrimination Policy, along with the clubs own Code of Good Practice.
5. Club Membership

(a) The Membership of the Club from time to time shall be those persons listed in the register of members (the Membership Register) which shall be maintained by the Club Membership Secretary.

(b) Any person who wishes to be a member must apply on the Membership Application Form and deliver it to the Club. Election to membership shall be at the sole discretion of the Club Committee. Membership shall become effective upon an applicant’s name being entered in the Membership Register.

(c) In the event of a member’s resignation or expulsion, his or her name shall be removed from the Membership Register.

(d) Any regulatory bodies shall be given access to the Membership Register on demand.

6. Annual Membership Fee

(a) An annual fee payable by each member shall be determined from time to time by the Club Committee. Any fee shall be payable on a successful application of membership and annually by each member. Fees shall not be repayable.

(b) The Club Committee shall have the authority to levy further subscriptions from the members as are reasonable necessary to fulfill the objectives of the club.

7. Registrations and Expulsion

(a) A member shall cease to be a member of the Club if, and from the date on which, he/she gives notice to the Club Committee of their resignation. A member whose annual membership fee or further subscription is more than 2 months in arrears shall be deemed to have resigned.

(b) The Club Committee shall have the power to expel a member when, in their opinion, it would not be in the interest of the Club for he/she to remain a member. There shall be no appeal procedures.

(c) A member who resigned or is expelled shall not be entitled to claim any, or share of any, of the Clubs property.

8. Club Teams

At its first meeting following each AGM the Club Committee shall appoint a Club Member to be responsible for each of the Clubs Junior Cricket Teams. The appointed members shall be responsible for managing the affairs of the team.

The appointed members shall present to the Club Committee at its last meeting prior to an AGM a written report of the activities of the team.
